The Science of Reading Program requires explicit instruction of phonological,
orthographic, and morphological knowledge so students can decode and encode regular
words and irregular words.

In grade &, the focus in the curriculum is on decoding and understanding affixes
(prefixes and suffixes). Teachers are also required to use derivational families to support
spelling words with different letter blends.

Therefore, our reading program will be broken down into 30 weekly word lists that
align with the skills and procedures in the grade & conventions and vocabulary
curriculums. Each week, teachers will focus on one affix and two graphemes

The remaining words in the word lists consist of challenging vocabulary that
students in grade & can become familiar with, They will work with these words to build
automaticity when decoding and to add these words to their everyday vocabulary.
